A Curriculum for Christ-Likeness
Vision: The Dawpool Community are united in their ambition to create a school which embodies the person, love and work of Jesus Christ:

A school where Christian values flourish and where all children experience the abundant life that Jesus offers.

At Dawpool, the school curriculum consists of all those activities designed or
encouraged within its organisational framework to provide the intellectual, emotional,
personal, social, spiritual and physical development of its pupils which are central to
the ‘abundant life that Jesus offers’. It includes not only the subject-specific curriculum,
but also the ‘informal’ programme of enrichment and extra-curricular activities (i.e. the
local curriculum).

The Hidden Curriculum |
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Our aim is to provide a curriculum which will firstly expand the pupil’s knowledge,
experience and imaginative understanding, and thus his/her awareness of moral and
Christian values and capacity for enjoyment, and secondly, enable the pupil to enter
the world after formal education is over as an active participant in society and a
responsible contributor to it, capable of achieving as much independence as possible.

There is an Act of Worship every morning. Worship is a time where we come together
to reflect on the school’s vision and to learn about the ‘person, love & work of Jesus’
which is central to the school's vision and curriculum (See the document ‘A
Curriculum for Christ-Likeness’). The daily Act of Worship promotes the Christian
and Learning values which permeate the ethos of the school. As such, Worship is an
essential part of the school day and the contributions of staff, pupils, clergy and other
visitors are valued highly.
