Behaviour Policy

As explained in a letter to parents at the
end of term, one of our school
improvement priorities for this year is to
improve, where necessary, the
expectations of pupils’ behaviour at all
times of the school day. We have
emailed you a copy of the school's
revised behaviour policy which can also
be downloaded from the website.
